WEEKEND PARKING AT MATER DEI ASSUMPTION CHURCH (MDA) – 

• We now have a total of 9 handicapped parking spaces in the 

MDA church parking lot.  They are located along the east side of the 

church and school within a short distance of the elevator.  (To 

access the elevator, go through the windowed door on the north 

side of the church.)  Please be respectful of the parking spaces 

designated as handicapped.  They should only be used by vehicles 

that are designated with a handicapped sticker or license plate.   

• Regular parking in the MDA parking lot should only be in 

marked parking spaces.  Please do not make your own parking space or block 

any of the marked parking spaces. 

• Additional weekend parking is available in the state parking lots located on 

the north and west side of the school.  Please do not park in the small parking lot 

directly behind the old Hayden East building.  These parking spaces are not 

available to us at anytime (even on the weekends.)  

MANNA AVAILABLE IN THE PARISH OFFICE - The Manna Program is a great way to 

raise funds for our parish when eating at local restaurants or when shopping at the local 

stores where you already shop.  Manna cards are exactly like the ones you buy at these 

stores or restaurants, but when you buy them from Mater Dei Parish, the parish receives 

a percentage of your purchase.  For example:  You purchase a $100 Dillons Card from 

Mater Dei Parish’s Manna Program and the Parish receives 6% (or $6.00) and you can 

use the card to purchase $100 of groceries at Dillons.  Using Manna for items you already 

buy is a form of stewardship and will help strengthen the financial stability of our parish.  

 

Manna may be purchased in the Parish Office while the Manna Program is being 

restructured.  Please call the Parish Office (232-7744) to place all orders.  This 

way we can confirm that someone is in the office to fill your order, determine if Manna 

cards are available for vendors being requested and set up a time that your Manna order 

will be ready for pick up.  Thank you in advance for calling to place your order first 

before picking up.
